This is an
important public health issue, especially since umbilical cord blood vitamin D status correlates with maternal vitamin D status, and grow
ing evidence shows that low maternal serum vitamin D is associated with adverse health outcomes in newborns and developing childre
Further study is necessary to address health outcomes and effects of vitamin D supplementation and lifestyles in this population.”
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Effect of prenatal multimicronutrient supplementation on pregnancy outcome: a meta-analysis.

Nutrition during pregnancy is important in reducing adverse pregnancy outcomes as birth related complications such as low birth weigh
are associated with increased mortality in infants. A systemic review and meta-analysis was conducted to determine the efficacy of mul
timicronutrient supplementation in pregnancy for the reduction of low birth weight, preterm births and small-for-gestational-age births
compared with placebo or iron-folic acid supplementation. The risk of low birth weight infants was significantly lower in pregnant
women taking the multimicronutrients compared to placebo and iron-folic acid supplementation. However, for preterm birth or small-
for-gestational-age infants, the risk reduction was not statistically significant in pregnant women taking multimicronutrients compared to
placebo or iron-folic acid supplementation. Increase in birth weight among pregnant women taking multimicronutrients was found to be
significantly higher in those taking iron-folic acid supplementation but no different than placebo. There was clinical and statistical hetero
geneity among the studies such as population characteristics and time of supplement initiation. The patient populations in the studies v
ied from undernourished to well-nourished and HIV positive to HIV negative women. Similarly, in some studies supplementation started
at the earliest detection of pregnancy whereas in others, it started in the third semester. Nutritional components of supplements were n
all identical but variations were limited. The review concluded that during pregnancy, multimicronutrient supplements were more effica-
cious in the reduction of low birth weight and improvement of birth weight than iron-folic acid supplementation. However, for preterm
birth or small for gestational age infants, there was no significant difference when using multimicronutrient supplementation.
